· Must not be more than 22 years of age if pursuing an undergraduate degree

· Must have a cumulative grade point average of 2.0

· Must plan to be a full-time student and carry a minimum of 12 credit hours per semester

· Must never have been married

Instructions for Completing the MSCF Application

· Print legibly in blue or black print or type all entries.

· Complete all items.  Enter N/A for items not applicable.

· Attach a current 2x2 photo.

· Sign the application (use blue or black ink).

· Secure parent’s signature (use blue or black ink).

· Submit completed application and a current official transcript to your Area Representative no later than March 1st of the current school year.

· Verify with Area Representative that a Pastor’s Reference has been completed.
